
IFDS Equipment Evaluation Information Process - 2008 Paralympic Sailing

IFDS asked the International Paralympic Committee (IPC) for permission to add two extra events to the 

Paralympic Sailing program for 2008 in Beijing, China. The IPC has decided to allow IFDS only one 
additional event, a Two-Person Keelboat event.  

IFDS is now undertaking an Equipment Evaluation to identify the 
equipment to be selected for the Two-Person Keelboat event at the 
2008 Paralympic Sailing Competition.  

The evaluation of equipment for this event may also serve as a format 
when choosing equipment for future IFDS World Championships. 

Equipment evaluations will occur throughout 2005, with the selected 
equipment to be announced as soon as possible, but planned for the 
2005 IFDS Annual General Meeting in Singapore.

Any class wishing to apply for consideration as the equipment for the Two-Person Keelboat event at the 
2008 Paralympic Sailing Competition, should submit an application detailing the information as required 
by the criteria.
